Riddles can be used at the end of a lesson, or can be set as a task for children to try to solve at home by asking family and friends. You can encourage children to invent their own. Riddles like numbers 3 and 4 below are easier and great fun.

· Ask the riddle, and give children time to discuss it before giving the answer.

· Explain any use of words they do not understand.

· Practise asking riddles in pairs. They can try it on other friends learning English.

1. Which is the shortest month? – May, it only has three letters.
2. Which stars wear dark glasses? – film stars
3. What is red and goes up and down? – a strawberry in a lift

4. What has six legs, two arms and two heads? – a man on a horse
5. What goes up but never comes down? – your age
6. What comes down but never goes up? – rain
7. What is the difference between here and there? – the letter “T”
8. What gets bigger when you turn it upside down? – number 6

9. What gets bigger when you take more away? – a hole

10. Which is the strongest day of the week? – Sunday, all the rest are weekdays (weak days)
11. What runs but never walks? – water
12. Who always sleeps with his shoes on? – a horse
13. What has teeth but can’t eat? – a comb
14. What has a face, two hands and goes round? – a clock
15. What did the little watch hand say to the big watch hand? – I’ll be back in an hour.
16. What does everyone in the world do at the same time? – grow older.
17. What is black and white and read (pronounced “red”) all over? – a newspaper.
18. What gets wetter the more it dries? – a towel.
19. The more there is, the less you see – what is it? – Darkness
20. What goes 99-thump-99-thump? – a centipede with a wooden leg.
